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Directions:
You will listen to three speech samples from each of the first three levels of language instruction. Your

goal is to assess the speaker's pronunciation and fluency in reading texts in the TL. Your source of
information for analysis is Chapters 3 and 4. You will also need your L2 phonetic alphabet chart.

Listen carefully to the conversations and mark any errors in pronunciation that you hear, including errors
in stress and rhythm. Identify the L2 phoneme by place and manner of articulation or by position if it is a
vowel, or identify the misplaced stress and inaccurate rhythm. Suggest why the student made the error and
what the student might do to correct the error.

Finally, write a report in English with a brief introduction to the project, the analysis of the samples (body
of the paper), and what the student might do to correct and improve their productive skill (conclusion).
